Chapter 1. General Rules

Article 1 (Purpose)

Sahmyook University Graduate School seeks to offer a balanced education of

academic excellence and holistic character education based on a Christian

worldview by the educational philosophy of the Korean Government and

Sahmyook university. Its educational purpose is to foster “creative intellectuals

who have mission, vision, and passion” through “Sahmyook MVP education.”

Article 2 (Degree Programs)
(M To achieve the purpose of Article 1, The School of Graduate Studies offers

©)

Master's programs, Doctoral programs, combined Master's and Doctoral
programs (hereinafter referred to as "M&D combined programs"), and
combined Bachelor's and Master's programs (hereinafter referred to as "B&M
combined programs"); whereas The Graduate School of Theology, The
Graduate School of Business Administration, and The Graduate School of
Clinical Nursing offer Master’s programs only.

(Collaborative Programs) The degree programs of the graduate school may
have collaborative programs offered and operated by more than two
departments. Also, academy-research-industry or academy-research or
academy-industry collaborative programs may be designed and operated
under contracts with research institutes or industries.

(Intensive Programs) It is possible to have a master's program that allows
students to graduate early by shortening the term of study.

Article 3 (Departments and Admission Quota)

The departments and admission quota for each graduate school program are

shown in the departments and admission quota in Attached Table No. 1.

Chapter 2. Admissions

Article 4 (Admission Period)
The admission period for new (including transfer and readmission) and
returning students shall be within 30 days from the first day of each semester.
Article 5 (Qualification)
Those who fall under any of the following sub-paragraphs may apply for
graduate school:
(D Master’'s Program and M&D Combined Program

1. Graduates of 4-year colleges and universities

2. Those with academic qualifications equivalent to a bachelor's degree
@ Doctoral Program

Those who hold or are expected to hold a master's degree from approved

graduate schools in and out of Korea

Article 6 (Procedure)
Those who apply and seek admission to a degree program at the graduate
school must submit the prescribed documents and pay the application fee.
Article 7 (Admission Categories)
Admission categories are divided into regular admission (document screening,
oral examination, written examination or practical examination) and special
admission (document screening and oral examination). The screening process is
determined by the admission regulations of the bylaws of the graduate school
regulations.
Article 8 (Revocation of Admission)
Admission may be revoked when a person who has been admitted to a degree
program is found to be ineligible for admission according to Article 5 of the
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Graduate School Regulations or did not follow the proper registration
procedure.

Chapter 3. Enrollment-Leave of Absence-Return to
School-Expulsion-Transfer and Readmission

Article 9 (Enrollment)

Enrollment and course registration are determined by the enrollment

regulations.

@ Students must enroll in regular semesters during the academic year for
each degree program. However, as for the intensive program, students can
enroll in seasonal (Summer and Winter) semester classes.

@ Students must complete registration within the prescribed period at the
beginning of each semester. Registration includes tuition payment and
course registration.

® Students must register for courses under the guidance of the department
within the designated period of each semester. Students who have not
completed the procedures cannot register for the courses.

@ Students who have completed registration can earn credits, take qualification
exams, proceed with research, and receive advice on their thesis/dissertation.

® Matters concerning the maintenance of student status for students who have
completed credits but have not obtained a degree comply with the Bylaws of
the Graduate School Regulations.

Article 10 (Tuition)

@D Students must pay the prescribed tuition fee at the time of registration.

@ In principle, tuition and other payments that have already been paid will not
be refunded, but if there is a special reason, the relevant laws and
regulations will apply.

® If a student who took a leave of absence to fulfill his military duty before
1/2 of the semester has elapsed and returns to school after completing his
service, the already paid tuition will be applied retroactively.

@ In case of completing the remaining credits after the term of study has
elapsed or registering for seasonal classes, credits can be registered
according to the following criteria.

1. One credit to three credits, 1/2 of the tuition for the semester

2. Four or more credits, full tuition for the semester
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Article 11 (Leave of Absence)

@ If a student is unable to attend classes for more than 1/3 of the class days
of a semester due to illnesses, accidents, or other unavoidable reasons, they
must submit a leave of absence.

@ The period of leave of absence cannot exceed 4 semesters in total.

® New students (including transfer and readmission) are not allowed to take a
leave of absence during the first semester of admission. However, exceptions
are made in the case of military enlistment or long-term illness of more
than 3 weeks.

@ A leave of absence due to pregnancy, childbirth, and childcare can be
applied for up to two years while enrolled, apart from the total leave of
absence period.

® In the case of taking a leave of absence for the reason of starting a
business or preparing for a business, it can be recognized as an additional
leave of absence period through a prescribed procedure. However, a leave
of absence for a business start-up or preparation for a start-up cannot
exceed 2 years in total. One application can only be applied for a maximum
of two semesters.

Article 12 (Return to School)

Students whose leave of absence period has expired must submit a return to

school request during the registration period of the semester they intend to

return to. However, those who are discharged from the military duty within 1/4

of the school day may be permitted to return to school with the approval of

the Graduate School Committee.

Article 13 (Drop out)

Those who wish to drop out must submit a drop-out request form specifying

the reason for withdrawal and receive approval from the Dean of the Graduate

School.

Article 14 (Expulsion)

Anyone who falls under any of the following sub-paragraphs shall be expelled

by the president of the university upon the recommendation of the dean of the

Graduate School.

@® Those who do not register within the prescribed period without submitting a
leave of absence

@ Those who do not return to school after the period of leave of absence
expires

® Those who have not completed the degree program within the period of
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enrollment

@ Those who submit the drop-out request form

Article 15 (Disciplinary Action)

If a student acts inappropriately or behaves in violation of thier duties, the

president of the university can take disciplinary action after deliberation by the

Graduate School Committee.

Article 16 (Change of Majors)

(@D Change of department within the same graduate school and change of major
within the same department may be permitted once for the master's
program. However, this does not apply to the M&D combined programs.

@ If a student who has completed one or more semesters submits an
application for change of department and major before the start date of
registration, the department and major can be changed only once with the
approval of the dean of the graduate school.

® Credits earned before changing the department (major) can be recognized as
major credits only when they are recognized as the same or similar subject
according to the internal regulations of the changed department (major);
and the graduation requirements comply with the internal regulations of the
new department (major).

Article 17 (Transferring Students)

@ Transferring students can be granted within the range of subtracting the
number of enrolled students from the admission quota for the current year.

@ The admission process for transferring students is implemented through the
resolution of the Graduate School Committee of Academic Affairs at the
request of the chair of the relevant department.

® Transferring students must have completed at least one semester of the
master's or doctoral program and submit transcripts.

@ Credits earned at other graduate schools can be acknowledged by the dean
of the graduate school through the department faculty meeting by
submitting transcripts. Credits can be transferred up to 15 credits for
master's students and 18 credits for doctoral students. Transferring credits
are recognized only for subjects with a B or higher grade. Transferring
students are required to register for at least two semesters to graduate.

Article 17-2 (Change of Degree Program)

@D Students admitted to master's program and M&D combined program at the
school of graduate studies may change their degree program within the
same department only once during the duration of their study.
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@ Students who wish to change from a master's program to an M&D combined
program must submit an application to the graduate school within the
designated period after completing the first semester.

® The dean of the graduate school may approve changes to the degree
program after reviewing the quota for the master's and doctoral programs
with the approval of the advisor and the chair of the department.

@ Students in the following categories are not allowed to change:

1. Entrusted students who are NOT included in the quota
2. First semester of transfer and readmission

Article 18 (Readmission)

@ If a student who has been expelled or dropped out from the graduate school
wants to re-enter the same degree program, readmission may be granted
within the scope of the vacancy for the current semester.

@ For readmission, the procedure and registration must be completed within
the registration period for the semester, and the tuition fee including the
admission fee must be paid.

® The semesters completed prior to expulsion and the credits obtained with a
grade of B (3.0) or higher can be acknowledged.

@ The term of study for readmitted students is calculated from the date of
first admission, excluding the period of expulsion.

Chapter 4. Term of Study:Course Requirements-Credits:-Completion
of Coursework and Graduation

Article 19 (Term of Study)

@D The Term of study is two years or more for a master's program, three
years or more for a doctoral program, and four years or more for an M&D
Combined program. However, the duration of study for contracted
departments is one year or more for a master's program and two years or
more for a doctoral program.

@ Among the students in the master's and doctoral programs who meet the
qualifications for conferring a degree, the term of study for the master's
program can be shortened within one year and the doctoral program within
six months (except for M&D Combined program).

Article 20 (Enrollment Restriction)

The period of enrollment cannot exceed 5 years for master's program and 10
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years for doctoral and M&D combined programs. This period of enrollment

includes the period of leave of absence. However, the period due to language

training or service at a diplomatic mission abroad may not be included in the
period of enrollment after consultation with the Graduate School Committee.

Article 21 (Curriculum)

@® The curriculum of each department is determined by the Guidelines for
Curriculum Organization and Operation.

@ The master's program may operate a B&M combined program

® The curriculum can be operated in a manner that students can complete
multiple majors within the department.

Article 21-2 (Courses)

@ The number of school days in each academic year shall be at least 30
weeks.

@ The courses can be conducted in the form of daytime classes, nighttime
classes, etc., and if necessary for the operation of the school, Sunday
classes and intensive classes can be operated. In addition, depending on the
characteristics of the subject, lectures and practice can be combined, and
remote classes and team teaching classes can be conducted.

® Details regarding the remote class operation in Paragraph @ shall be
determined separately.

Article 22 (Course Registration)

Students must take the courses opened according to the prescribed curriculum

under the guidance of the department chair.

Article 23 (Credit Limit per Semester)

The number of credits a student can register for each semester cannot exceed

12 credits. However, exceptions may be applicable according to the Bylaws of

the graduate school.

Article 24 (Change of Course Registration)

The courses registered during the course registration period can be changed

during the fixed period of each semester.

Article 25 Deleted

Article 26 (Unit of the Course)

The unit of the course completion is the credits, and a lecture of 15 hours or

more per semester is equivalent to one credit.

Article 26-2 (Cancellation of Class and Make Up Class)

If the professor in charge of the course cancels a class due to unavoidable

circumstances, they must submit a plan for cancellation and make-up of the
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class. And after getting approval from the dean of the graduate school, the

missed class must be made up in the scheduled time. The detailed rules on

this matter will be determined separately.

Article 27 (Completion and Graduation)

@O The period for the completion and graduation of degree programs in the
graduate school is at the end of each semester.

® In Paragraph @, “Completion” refers to the completion of the term of study
stipulated in Article 19 and the acquisition of the credits specified in the
Graduate School Regulations. And “Graduation” refers to the acquisition of a
degree after completing a degree program.

® For those who have completed all the coursework of a degree program at
the graduate school, the president of the university may confer a certificate
of completion.

@ To those who have completed all the coursework of the degree program and
passed the qualification test and evaluation of the thesis/dissertation, the
president of the university can confer the degree certificate as in Attached
Form No. 1. As for the master's thesis, it can be replaced with a corresponding

one according to the Bylaws of the department.

Article 28 (Credits Required for Completion)

@D The minimum credits required for completion are 24 credits for a master's

program, 36 credits for a doctoral program, and 54 credits for an M&D

combined program. Details on the credits required for completion comply

with the curriculum of each department.

@ Completion of the master's program is acknowledged for students who have

registered for 2 years or more in the M&D combined program and have

acquired the credits necessary for the completion of the master's program,

and for students who have registered for 4 years or more and have

acquired the credits necessary for the completion of the doctoral program,

the completion of the doctoral program is acknowledged.

Article 29 (Examinations)

® The Examinations are composed of a midterm exam and a final exam: the

final exam is conducted for subjects that have been taught for more than

two-thirds of the school days of the semester.

@ Students who have been absent over three times the weekly class hours for

each subject cannot take the exam for that subject and will be given a

failing grade (FA).
Article 30 (Grading System)

@ Grading system for academic performance is as follows.

@ Only those with an academic grade of C (2.0) or higher are recognized as

credits.

® The average grade required to complete each degree program is B (3.0) or

higher for a master's program and B+

(3.5)

or higher for a doctoral

Doctoral course must submit their proposal two semesters before submitting

the dissertation for approval.
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Article 38 (Writing the Thesis/Dissertation)

Students whose proposals have been approved can submit their thesis/dissertation after

receiving guidance from their advisor for more than one semester in the master's

program and more than two semesters in the doctoral and M&D combined programs.

Regarding writing the thesis/dissertation, it is determined by the Thesis/Dissertation and

Degree Conferment regulations of Bylaws of the Graduate School Regulations

Article 39 (Submission of the Thesis/Dissertation)

(@D Thesis/Dissertation for review must be submitted to the graduate school
along with a prescribed fee with the permission of the advisor and the
department chair.

@ The thesis must be submitted within 5 years from the date of admission for
a master's program and dissertation within 10 years for a doctoral program
and M&D combined program, and the thesis/dissertation cannot be
submitted after the period has elapsed. This period includes general leave of
absence and expulsion period.

® The mandatory military service period of students on leave of absence from
enlistment is not included in the time limit in paragraph @.

@ If a person who has exceeded the deadline for thesis/dissertation submission
in Paragraph @ above (hereinafter referred to as “a person who has
permanently completed the coursework”) has a reasonable reason, the dean
of the graduate school may re-grant the qualification for thesis/dissertation
submission only twice through deliberation by the graduate school
committee. Details regarding this are determined by the Bylaws of the
Graduate School Regulations.

Article 40 (Reviewers and the Chairperson)

@D The dean of the graduate school approves the reviewer and the chairperson
for the thesis/dissertation review after receiving the recommendation of the
department.

@ The Graduate School Committee may select an expert in the relevant field
with a professor position or doctoral degree among outside personnel as a
reviewer for the thesis/dissertation review.

® The dean of the graduate school appoints one person among the reviewers
who is not the thesis/dissertation advisor as the chairperson of the review
board to lead the progress of the review. The chairperson has the same
voting rights as the other thesis/dissertation review committee members.

Article 41 Deleted
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Chapter 7. Conferment of Degrees

Article 42 (Conferment of Degrees)

The conferment of degrees is determined by the Thesis/Dissertation and Degree

Conferment regulations of the Bylaws of the Graduate School Regulations.

@D A master's degree is conferred by the president of the university to those
who have passed the evaluation of the master's thesis and have been
granted the degree by the graduate school committee in accordance with the
Graduate School Regulations. A master's degree may be awarded to those
who give up an M&D combined program in the middle and meet the criteria
for conferment of a master's degree stipulated by the Graduate School
Regulations.

@ The doctoral degree is conferred by the president of the university to those
who have passed the evaluation of the doctoral dissertation and who have
been determined by each graduate school committee to confer a degree in
accordance with the Graduate School Regulations.

® In case of conferring a degree without a thesis or dissertation, it complies
with the Bylaws of the graduate school and the Bylaws of the department set
forth by each graduate school.

Article 43 (Types of Degrees)

The types of degrees conferred by graduate schools are the same as the types

of the degrees in Attached Table No. 2.

Article 44 (Revocation of Degree Conferment)

If an act that damages the reputation of a person who has received a degree is

confirmed, the degree can be revoked by the president of the university

through a resolution of the Graduate School Committee.

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Chapter 8. Honorary Doctoral Degree

Article 45 (Qualifications)

An honorary doctorate degree can be awarded to those who have made a
special contribution to the academic and cultural development of Korea or a
great contribution to the improvement of civilization and the development of
Sahmyook University.

Article 46 (Resolution and Approbation)

An honorary doctorate degree is awarded by the president with the approval of
the president of the university through the recommendation of the doctoral
course committee and the resolution of more than 4/5 of the graduate school
committee.

Article 47 (Revocation of Degree Conferment)

If anyone who received an honorary doctorate is found to have acted against
their honor, the degree conferment can be revoked by the president of the
university after resolution of the Graduate School Committee.

Chapter 9. Research Students-International Students-Entrusted
Students-and Open Lectures

Article 48 (Research Students)

Those with a bachelor's degree who wish to complete certain courses at the

graduate school can enter as a research student after completing the

prescribed procedures and passing the examination for the course. Application

documents for research students comply with the admission regulations of the

Bylaws of the Graduate School Regulations.

Article 49 (Term of Study and Course Registration for Research Students)

@ The term of study for research students is one year.

@ Research students may acquire up to 6 credits per semester and 12 credits
in total for one year.

Article 50 (Enrollment of Research Students)

Research students must pay tuition within the designated period after receiving

notification of acceptance.

Article 51 (Issurance of Certificate)

For those who have completed the prescribed study as a research student, a

certificate of research student can be issued as in Attached Form No. 3,
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However, the credits earned are not recognized as degree course credits at the

graduate school.

Article 52 (International Students)

Those who fall under any of the following sub-paragraphs may be admitted

outside the quota through international student recruitment, without complying

with the provisions of Article 5.

(D Foreigners whose parents are both foreigners

@ Koreans residing overseas or foreigners who have completed the equivalent education
of Korean elementary school, secondary school, and college/university in foreign
countries

Article 53 (Entrusted Students)

Anyone who is qualified for admission to the graduate school and has been

recommended by the Minister of Education at the request of the relevant

institution may be admitted outside the quota.

Article 54 (Open Lectures)

@D Open lectures may be held as long as there is no hindrance to courses at
the graduate school.

@ The purpose of open lectures is to guide those who want to acquire liberal
arts education, learning applications, and professional knowledge.

® When necessary, matters related to the operation of open lectures, such as
subjects or titles, duration, number of students enrolled, instructors, etc.,
are disclosed by the dean of the graduate school prior to the beginning of
the semester.

@ Details of open lectures are implemented after deliberation by the graduate
school committee.

Chapter 10. Student Activities and Scholarship System

Article 55 (Independent Student body)

As an independent student body, a student council may be organized in the
graduate school, and matters related to the operation of the student council
(business, budget, settlement, and revision of the Bylaws) must be approved by
the graduate school committee. Self-governing activities are determined by the
Bylaws of the student council.

Article 56 (Scholarships)

Scholarships are given according to the graduate school scholarship
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regulations. Scholarship regulations are decided separately by the Graduate

School Administration Council.

Article 57 (Selection of Scholarship recipients)

The selection of scholarship recipients is determined by the graduate school

committee, but the selection criteria and basic requirements comply with the

Bylaws of the Graduate School Regulations.

@D Those who submitted the scholarship application

@ Those who have successfully registered for the semester at Graduate School

® Those who have obtained a grade of B+ (3.5) or higher in the previous
semester

@ Scholarships from outside of school are provided in the order of semester
and grade.

Article 58 (International Student Scholarships)

Scholarships can be awarded to international students according to grades.

Details of scholarships are determined by the graduate school scholarship

regulations.

Article 59 (Research Student Scholarships)

Admission fee is exempted for research students, and scholarships can be

provided within the range of 1/2 of the tuition fee. Scholarships for research

students are determined by the graduate school scholarship regulations.

Chapter 11. Organizations and Committees

Article 60 (Organizations)

@ In addition to the dean and associate dean of graduate school, the graduate
school office has a few staff members to perform office duties.

@ Each department has a chair who is in charge of academic affairs and an
advisor who is in charge of research supervision for students.

® The graduate school can operate the Graduate School Administration Council
and the Graduate School Committee as well as additional subcommittees
such as the Graduate School Committee of Development Strategy, Graduate
School Committee of Academic Affairs, Curriculum Committee, Fair
Admission Process Management Committee, and Graduate School Academic
Committee. More may be operated as needed.

Article 61 Deleted
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Article 62 (Graduate School Committee)

The graduate school committee is organized in the graduate school. The

graduate school committee consists of seven or more members, including the

vice-president of the university, the dean of each graduate school, the

associate dean of graduate school, the directors of each department, the

special assistant to the president of the university, head of the finance office,

and two professors from graduate school, with the dean of the graduate school

serving as the chairperson.

Article 63 (Functions of the Graduate Committee)

The Graduate School Committee deliberates on the following matters.

(D Matters concerning admission, completion, and conferment of degrees

@ Matters concerning the establishment and abolition of graduate schools,
establishment and abolition of departments or majors, and student quota

® Matters concerning curriculum

@ Matters concerning the enactment and revision of regulations related to
graduate school

® Matters concerning the establishment and revision of scholarships or
research funds

® Other important matters regarding graduate school operation

Article 64 (Resolution of the Graduate School Committee)

The chairperson convenes a committee meeting as necessary, and unless

otherwise specified, the meeting is opened with the attendance of a majority of

the committee members, and resolutions are made with the consent of more

than 2/3 of the committee members present. The chairperson has the same

voting rights as the members.

Article 65 (Graduate School Academic Steering Committee)

@ For the efficient operation of graduate programs, the Graduate School
Committee of Academic Affairs is organized in the graduate school.

® The Graduate School Committee of Academic Affairs consists of the
associate dean of graduate school, the director of academic affairs, the
director of planning, the director of Research, Industry and Academic
Affairs, the head of the International Education Center, the head of the
finance office, and the department chairs; the dean of the graduate school
serves as the chairperson

Article 66 (Function of the Graduate School Committee of Academic Affairs)

The graduate school committee of academic affairs deliberates the following

matters.

(D Deliberate the agenda to be discussed at the Graduate School Committee
@ Matters delegated by the Graduate School Committee
® Other matters the dean of the Graduate School deems necessary
Article 67 (Resolution of the Graduate School Committee of Academic Affairs)
The chairperson convenes a committee meeting as necessary and unless
otherwise specified, the meeting is opened with the attendance of a majority of
the committee members, and resolutions are made with the consent of more
than 2/3 of the committee members present. The chairperson has the same
voting rights as the members. Each of the following matters must undergo
separate deliberation by the Graduate School Committee.

(@D Matters related to changes in major Graduate School Regulations

@ Matters concerning the establishment and abolition of departments and

Article 71 (Curriculum Committee)

is organized in the graduate school.

@ The Curriculum Committee consists of the dean of the graduate school, the
associate dean of the graduate school, the Director of Academic Affairs, the
Director of Planning, the department chairs, and the team manager of the
graduate school office; the dean of the graduate school serves as the
chairperson.

Article 72 (Function of Curriculum Committee)

The Curriculum Committee reviews the overall major issues regarding the

graduate school curriculum of each department.

Article 72-2 (Fair Admission Process Management Committee)

@O For fair management of graduate school admission process, the Fair
Admission Process Management Committee is organized in the graduate
school.

@ The Fair Admission Process Management Committee is composed of one
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regular professor acting as the chairperson and four regular professors
acting as members.

Article 72-3 (Function of Fair Admission Process management Committee)

The Fair Admission Process Management Committee manages the fairness of

graduate school admission process.

Article 72-4 (Graduate School Academic Committee)

@ For the promotion of graduate school academics, the Graduate School
Academic Committee is organized at the graduate school.

@ The Graduate School Academic Committee is composed of the dean of the
graduate school, the associate dean of the graduate school, and seven
regular professors commissioned by the dean of the graduate school.

® For the evaluation of graduate academic awards, the Academic Award
Evaluation Committee is established within the Graduate School Academic
Committee. The Academic Award Evaluation Committee is composed of five
regular professors commissioned by the dean of the graduate school.

Article 72-5 (Function of Graduate School Academic Committee)

The Graduate School Academic Committee deliberates the following matters.

Article 73 (Announcement of School Regulation Amendment)

If the Graduate School Regulations are to be amended, the amendment must be
announced.

Article 74 (Amendment of the Graduate School Regulations)

The Amendment of the Graduate School Regulations must go through the
resolution of the Graduate School Committee.

Article 75 (Announcement of school regulations)

The Amended Graduate School Regulations must be announced.

Article 76 (Mutatis Mutandis)

The Graduate School Regulations of Sahmyook wuniversity apply mutatis
mutandis to matters other than those stipulated in the Graduate School
Regulations.

Article 77 (Enforcement Regulations)
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Regulations for the enforcement of these Graduate School Regulations are
determined separately by the Graduate School Committee.
